CARMINA BURANA  
AT SYMPHONY CENTER 
 

At the end of the performance of 
Carl Orffôs Carmina Burana, the 

the Young Naperville Singers; and 
Rebecca Patterson, Director of the 
CBA Chorus.  
 
Carmina Burana  is well known for 
some perilous passages that can 
reveal a mistake  like a bright red 
rose in a lily garden, chief among 
them the tongue-twister In Taberna 
sung in  Latin. Besides this observa-
tion, I always thought that this work 
was also merciless with the soloists.  
It requires that a baritone infringe in 
a tenorôs upper register, both in full 
voice and in mezza voce, in the se-
lection Estuans interius. The tenor 
must portray a poor swan at three 
stages of its roasting journey, singing 
in the ñstratosphereò of his voice in 
Olin lacus colueram.  The soprano, 
like her male partners, must also 
exhibit her prowess in Dulcissime 
where everything must be ethereal, 
even the long high D at the end.  
Thus, I must say that Patrice  
Michaels , soprano; Jacob Lasset-
ter , baritone; and Ian McEuen , tenor 
earned double stripes for their May 
7th and June 5th performances, 
showing what well-trained and disci-
plined singers can do even in ex-
treme scenarios like the ones en-
countered in Carmina Burana.  This 
work is not for the faint hearted.  It is 
a mine field for everyone concerned. 
 
June 5, 2011 at Symphony Center 
will go down in history, and be re-
membered in the barristersô profes-
sion, not only for the quality of the 
performance, but as a milestone 
celebration for the Chicago Bar As-
sociationôs Symphony Orchestra.  
May you endure many more years 
injecting beauty and culture into your 
world of business and law. 
 
For Naperville Chorusô spring con-
cert, the same cast graced Wentz 
Hall for a performance of Carmina 
Burana on May 7, 2011,  treating the 
capacity audience to a memorable  
musical experience in their own 
backyard!

had just been a part of something 
grand and spectacular.  The capacity 
crowd at Symphony Center offered a 
long standing ovation that led to sev-
eral curtain calls.

The 
soloists glowed with pride and appre-
ciation for the long, deserved waves 
and waves of applause.  From his 
distant podium, David Katz had held 
the large ensemble together with 
knowing hands, baton signals and 
expressions, diminishing somehow  
the distance to the choruses singing 
from the stage balcony above. It is 
no small feat to conduct the forces of 
92 musicians in the orchestra; 185 
voices, amalgamated from the Chi-
cago Bar Association Chorus and 
the Naperville Chorus; plus the nim-
ble, delightful  and well trained 50 
Young Naperville Singers.
